It is tempting to say that the biggest
number goes first, but it is more helpful to say that the answer to the multiplication goes
first, as this will help your child more in later years when they study fractions, decimals
and algebra. £.q.

Use your ten times table - Multiply a number by 10 and subtract the original number (e.g.
7x10 -7 =70 - 7 = 63) What do you notice? What happens if you add your original
number instead? (eg. 7x10+7=70+7=77)

What do you already know? - Your child will already know many of these facts from the
2,3,4,5, 6,8 and 10 times tables. It may be worth practising these again!

Itis tempting to tell children that to multiply by ten or one hundred it is just a case of
adding zeroes to the end of a number. This way of thinking, however, can cause problems
when they are trying to multiply and divide decimal numbers as the rule does not work
for these numbers.

The best way to understand the process for multiplying by ten or ocne hundred is to show
each digit moving in the place value table (place value shift). This rule also works for
decimals.
